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Via Dolorosa: Way of Suffering

Via Dolorosa also calls: "Way of the Cross", "Way of Grief", "Path
of Sorrow", is a street in the Old City of Jerusalem. Traditionally, it is held
to be the path that Jesus walked on the way to his crucifixion. During the
Lenten Season, believers from all walks of life and from all different
nations make pilgrimage to Jerusalem to re-enact and participate in this
"Way of Suffering". As we pray the Station of the Cross every year at our
Church during Lent, we ask ourselves what does this have to do with our
faith. Are we the people that exult only in the suffering and death of
Christ? Or should we be people that emphasize only on the joyous aspect,
the Resurrection? As Christians, we are the people of hope. Only when
we commemorate the suffering and death of Christ, we might come to
fathom the boundless love God has for us. We can not comprehend the
Resurrection if there is no suffering and death. We can not celebrate one
without the other.

This year Holy Week is on April 1-7, and on Sunday April 8
Christ Resurrected. This is a great occasion for all of us not only to
mentally reflect upon, but also to make all effort to walk with Christ on this
journey to Calvary. lItis a journey of self-denial, sincere repentance, good
works, but also a journey of preparation for the feast of the resurrection.

For two thousand years, Emperors and Empresses, Kings and
Queens, the greats and the lowly, the rich and the poor, young and old,
have accepted Christ as their Savior and believed that the suffering and
death and Resurrection of Christ to be the ultimate gift to humanity. As
St. Paul said, "For Jews demand signs and Greeks seek wisdom, but we
preach Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and folly to Gentiles,
but to those who are called, Jews and Greeks alike, Christ the power of
God and the wisdom of God." (1 Cor. 1:22-24). We acknowledge the
suffering and death of Christ to be the ultimate sacrifice. At the same time,
we are the people of hope. We set our eyes and heart on the emptied
tomb, Christ has been raised (cf. Luke 24:6).

We might want to imagine how Mary Magdaline and the women,
Peter and John's reaction when they were at the emptied tomb.
Something extraordinary had happened to these disciples. Once they
were sinners and fishermen, now they had become first witnesses of
Christ’ Resurrection, they had become the friends of Christ. As we
celebrate the Death and Resurrection of Christ during this Holy Week
and Easter, might we come to see that the Cross and the emptied tomb are
no longer in Jerusalem, and we are no longer servants. \We have been
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called and invited to experience the suffering and death and the
resurrection of Christ in our daily life. Each time when we work so hard
to die to our sins, when we proclaim Christ as our Savior, that is the
moment when we are present at the emptied tomb.
