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New Words: A Deeper Meaning but
the Same Mass

Do you know that as early as March this year
you will hear new words in the English Mass? Since
2000 the bishops of the United States have been
working with 10 other countries on a new
translation of the Roman Missal. They approved of
the revised texts in November 2009, and have since
waited for recognitio(approval) by the Holy See.
Because of many changes in the translation from
Latin to English, musicians are also working closely
with the translators.

What are the Changes

The English translation of the Roman Missal will
include updated translations of existing prayers,
including some of the well-known responses and
acclamations of the people. For example,

Why the Changes

The Missale Romanum (the Roman Missal), the
ritual text for the celebration of the Mass, was
promulgated by Pope Paul VI in 1970 as the
definitive text of the reformed liturgy of the Second
Vatican Council. A second edition followed in
1975, and a third one was published in 2002. The
new translation will reflect the current Latin edition.

Though some sentences may be longer and sound
more formal, the new words will be closer to the
biblical and theological root and meaning of the
Latin Mass.

How We Should Prepare

Bishops have begun training for priests, deacons,
music ministers and other liturgical leaders (liturgy
committees and liturgical commissions).
Catechetical leaders also are asked to help provide
formation for all Catholics to ensure the successful
implementation of the new text. Hopefully there
will be workshops for various groups soon.
