Sunday: Startled by Good News (Is 62:1-5; Mt 1:1-25) Jesus’ great-great-
grandmothers

Today Elizabeth gets the last word: praise for
God’s stunning intervention in a lonely life.
Through her story, we can learn to trust God as
biblical women did, sure that surprising
interventions bring great good.

The Incarnation blesses us all. Jesus’ life was
enmeshed in gritty human stories just as ours are.
We heard the same Gospel earlier, in Advent—so
we know it's important.
